Without 

one they can have their goods and proceeds of sale confiscated and reported for 

prosecution 

They do often have an ID card that usually says that they are an unemployed 

student etc trying to earn a living. Whatever the story this is bogus and the ID 

card is not worth the paper it is printed on.  

They sometimes leave behind them incidents of opportunist crime.  Without 

suggesting all of them are criminals, they have a perfect excuse to be knocking 

on doors and seeing if anyone is at home. 

If one calls at your house please: 

1. Do not buy from these people. (they keep a book on good areas to return 

to) 

2. Immediately inform the police on 01622 690055 that these people are in 

the area. 

3. There will probably be a mini bus somewhere in the area; if possible give 

the police its registration number.
